White Walls . . . documenting the teenage cancpergance

White Walls is a documentary chroniclihg many ups and downs of the roller coaster rideigh
teenage cancer. Created by 19-year-old cancewsuvibby Falck, the film offers an insider’s toof
the experiences faced by patients. “We want to nlsikedocumentary for kids who have just been
diagnosed and really don’t have any idea what feet” says Libby. From diagnosis, through
treatment, and on to survivorship, White Walls pideg an unfiltered representation not of a terrible
disease, but instead of the people who fight tistae everyday and how they do it. These are not
stories of cancer, these are stories of peopleliwidife to the fullest, despite cancer.

Once completed, White Walls will be distried to major pediatric oncology treatment faeiit
across the country and throughout the world. Seetakers will be familiarized with the documentary,
enabling them to share it with newly diagnosedquas. We hope that viewing this movie will
encourage patients to continue their fights, takeaatage of the many support systems available to
teenagers with cancer, and, most importantly, patgents understand that even a disease as teassble
cancer has its lessons to share, as long as walking to recognize them.

1. Individual interviews with patients, survivofaends, and family members.
2. Group Interviews with several patients and istang at a time.
3. Self-Recorded experiences: patients may boraolil C camcorder for a period as long as
three weeks to record their experiences with treatm
